The Yale-China Chinese Language Centre (CLC) offers Cantonese and Putonghua
courses at all levels. Most undergraduate exchange students can take a maximum of
6 units (2 courses) each term without paying additional tuition fees. Postgraduate
exchange students are required to pay tuition for taking Chinese proficiency courses.
